Proverbs 3:5 
This verse has been foundational for me 
during my time as Director of ATLAS.  I 
knew when I began, that there was an 
amazing team of staff, board members, 
and volunteers who were going to walk 
alongside me, pray for me, and point me to 
Truth when I needed discernment and 
wisdom.  I knew that personal time in 
prayer and praying "together" was at the 
forefront of this ministry. I knew it was a 
"team" that first went to the Lord and then
